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ABSTRACT
This document describes and illustrates the stylistic and formatting guidelines for articles submitted for publication in Durham Undergraduate Research in Music & Science; it might be a good idea to start your manuscript within this document and save over it, so the margins and columns are all set up. The main article text should be no more than 5,500 words, excluding the abstract and references. All submissions must conform to the following guidelines described. Abstracts are contained under the heading ‘ABSTRACT’; the heading should be bolded and 12-point Times New Roman. Abstract text must be no longer than 200 words, and concisely cover backgrounds, aims, methods, results and conclusions of the submitted research. Abstract text size is set to 9-point, Times New Roman font. 

1. MAIN TEXT AND IN-TEXT CITATIONS
All text should be in Times New Roman font. The main title for the article should be 14-point and bolded, followed below by the author name in 12-point, and author’s institutional affiliation in italicised 11-point font (as shown). In-text citations should follow the author-date system, with authors arranged alphabetically by surname; for citations with more than three authors use et al. (e.g. Repp, 1993; Salimpoor et al., 2011). All text should be written in British English, and be justified as opposed to aligned left.
2. HEADINGS
All primary headings (1. Introduction, 2. Methods, etc.) should be in bolded 12-point font, with number of the section beforehand. All heading text should be centred (rather than justified). See example above: 2. HEADINGS.

Secondary headings. For secondary headings such as Design, Participants, Materials/Stimuli, and Procedure in the main Methods section, start the paragraph with the secondary heading, italicised in 10-point, followed by a period, as illustrated by the text Secondary headings above. 
Start new paragraphs on the next line, with no indent.
3. STATISTICS, FIGURES AND TABLES
Means and standard deviations can be presented as ‘M =’ and ‘SD =’, and correlations reported as ‘r =’. If your paper includes inferential statistical tests, p-values should be presented by using a lowercase italicised p followed either by exact values (p = .07), or the following standard ‘less than’ significance thresholds (p < .05, p < .01, p < .001). Values are given in two decimal places; if values lie between -1 and 1, the 0 is omitted (e.g. .65 rather than 0.65). Tables and figures are referred to from within the main text, unabbreviated, and with capital F and T for figure and table respectively (e.g. see Figure 1, see Table 1). Tables should be clearly labelled and centred (Table 1, Table 2, etc.), with the main title of the table presented above the table itself in centred, 9-point text.

Figures should be clearly labelled and centred (Figure 1, Figure 2, etc.), with the main title of the figure presented below the figure itself in justified, 9-point text. Images should be high quality, submitted in .jpg or .tiff format.

4. REFERENCING STYLES
References are brought together in the separate ‘REFERENCES’ section; heading text should be capitalised, centred and in 10-point font; actual reference entries should be in 9-point font. A consistent referencing style must be used throughout, and you may use either the author-date reference entry style (see first example entry in reference template below), or the American Psychological Association (APA) style, 7th Edition (see second example entry in reference template below).
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
